Pinhoe Trophy - Rules and Competition Details
All competitions will be run under N.S.R.A. rules and the following conditions will also apply

All members of any one team are asked to shoot on the same day if possible.  

Names of team members together with average for team classification and handicap for Trophy competition, must be nominated on the entry forms but substitutes are permitted when a nominated member is unable to attend.  

Any substitute must nominate their handicap prior to shooting.

Pinhoe Trophy – Prone Rifle Events

 25yd Indoor

The Pinhoe Trophy Team event – in 3 classes. Open to teams of 4 members of the same club.  Each member to choose his/her own start/handicap.  Start required ex 200 points.  The chosen handicap is then added to the gun score up to a maximum of 200 points.  Any points over 200 will then be deducted from 200.
(e.g. Handicap 8, gun score 190 = 198. Handicap 8, gun score 192 = 200.  Handicap 8, gun score 194 = 198.).  Coaching is allowed for the team event only.

Each member to shoot 20 consecutive shots, 10 rounds on each of two cards of the current British Indoor pattern, within a period of no more than 20 minutes (10 minutes per card).  No sighters on the second card but scopes permitted throughout. 

The trophy is to be awarded to the team with the highest handicapped score regardless of class. Cash prizes in each class as shown in the accompanying letter.
Individual Competition – This competition is to be shot in 3 classes and  is awarded for the highest score on 1 card (re-gauged to determine the winner).  This is shot concurrently with the team event, providing the opportunity to shoot for the Individual prize on the first card and then obtain the chosen handicapped aggregate score on the second card (or the other way round if handicap is achieved on first card!).  Entry for this competition is free and automatic.

Time Limit Trophy - An individual competition open to all team members.  Ten rounds to be fired in 90 seconds using the 10 bull N.S.R.A. target, shot immediately after the second card of the main competition. Entry on the range at £1.00. Re-entry permitted if space allows. Entry fees to provide prize pot which is to be divided :- 1st = 50% , 2nd = 30%, 3rd = 20%.
50m Outdoor

Individual Competition - 2 cards (40 shots) in 2 x 20 minute details using the standard 50m N.S.R.A. target.  Time to include sighters.  Details do not have to be consecutive.  This Competition is to be shot in 3 classes based on declared indoor or outdoor average:
Coaching allowed, encouraged even, in class C
Class A average 97 and over 

Class B average 94 and over
Class C average under 94

Ties
In the event of a tie for the team or individual awards, graduated gauges will be used to determine the winners.  Appeals will be heard at a cost of 50p – refunded if the appeal is accepted
